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At a duly called Board Meeting on January 24, 2012 and as provided for in the documents and Florida Statutes regarding the promulgation of Rules and Regulations; the following Rules and Regulations for Highland Place have been restated and adopted.


Trash pick-up is on Tuesday and Fridays; therefore, garbage, including yard and garden clippings, may be put out on Monday and Thursday nights only.  Recycling is to be put in the blue cans.  The garbage men will not pick up regular trash in these containers.  Cans must be placed out of sight when not out for pick up.

The parking spaces on the street have been deemed “GUEST PARKING” only.  Residents may not leave their cars parked on the street, unless in an emergency, or without first notifying management.  A person is considered a “GUEST” if they are in Highland Place for more than three (3) days and their car is parked in a ‘GUEST SPOT.’

The speed limit within Highland Place is posted at “14 ½”.

Should you have any dogs, they are required to be on a leash at all times while off your personal property.  When walking them throughout the community, you must clean up after them.  Please use a pooper-scooper or similar devise.

Children may not climb the trees in the common areas or do damage to anyone else’s personal property.  

For safety reasons, children should not play in the street.

Air conditioning units, garbage pails, pool pumps, etc., may not be visible from the street and must be surrounded by landscaping.

Unpainted fascia board installed with new roofs must be painted.  This prevents the wood from rotting and assures that the fascia is all one color.

Home must not be in visible need of repainting and should not have visible mold, mildew, flaking paint or sprinkler rust.

Mailboxes must be kept in good repair and free from mold, mildew or rust.

Landscape beds and other personal landscaping must be kept free of weeds and neatly maintained.

There should be no trash or other debris outside the homes; this includes extra roof tiles or driveway pavers.

Noise is the excessive or unreasonable sounds that disturb the peace, health, or comfort of a reasonable person of ordinary sensibilities. Any such device cannot be operated between the hours of 10:00pm and 7:00am that can be heard across property boundaries or through partitions to (2) two parties within a building, or from a motor vehicle parked and plainly audible within (50) fifty feet on a public right of way.  (Adopted directly from Coral Springs Ordinance)


Failure to abide by the above Rules and Regulations may result in the deactivation of your gate access until such time as the violation is corrected.
