HIGHLAND PLACE HOMEOWNER’S ASSOCIATION

At the Board meeting of the Board of Directors of Highland Place Homeowners Association held August 17, 2004, pursuant to the Amended and Restated Declaration of Restrictions and Protective Covenants for Highland Place at Eagle Trace Article III, Section 1, Ownership which states:

For the purposes of this Article III, the term Common Areas: shall mean the

access road within THE PROPERTY, parking areas joining the access road, the

real property constituting the entrance to THE PROPERTY........


and Article III, Section 2. Members( Easements, which states:

(c) The right of  THE ASSOCIATION to adopt and enforce rules and regulations

governing the use of the Common Areas and all facilities at any time situated

therein.

The right of an Owner to the use and enjoyment of the Common Areas and facilities

thereon shall extend to the members of his immediate family who reside with him, subject to regulations from time to time adopted by THE ASSOCIATION in its

lawfully adopted and published rules and regulations.

The following Rule has been duly adopted:

Members must register their vehicles with current Management Company.  No member may park his vehicle in the parking areas joining the access road.  These areas are for visitors and invitees.  All member vehicles must be parked either in their garage or their driveway.  Enforcement of this Rule will be as follows:

     1st Offense:



Member’s vehicle will be given a warning sticker

     2nd Offense:


Member’s gate clickers will be de-activated for a period

of seven (7) days

     3rd Offense and any thereafter:
Member’s vehicle will be towed

This Rule will go into effect September 15, 2004.
